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Avtal med Jordanien om rittslig status for svenska

Amman den 17 maj 2004

Regeringen beslutade den 18 mars 2004 att underteckna avtalet. Avtalet
trddde i kraft vid undertecknandet den 17 maj 2004.

Avtal mellan Konungariket Sveriges
regering och Hashemitiska konungari-

Konungariket Sveriges regering och Hashe-
mitiska konungariket Jordaniens regering,

som tillimpar paragraf 16 i sidkerhetsradets
resolution 1511 av den 16 oktober 2003, som
betonar betydelsen av att uppritta effektiva ira-
kiska polis- och sédkerhetsstyrkor och uppma-
nar medlemsstaterna att delta i utbildningen av
dessa styrkor,

har kommit 6verens om foljande.

Artikel 1

Hashemitiska konungariket Jordaniens re-
gering skall underlitta svenska polisinstrukto-
rers deltagande i utbildningsinsatsen for irakis-
ka poliser i Jordanien.

Artikel 2

Svenska polisinstruktorer som utplaceras i
Jordanien i enlighet med artikel 1 i detta avtal
skall dtnjuta samma immunitet och privilegier
som medlemmar av administrativ och teknisk
personal vid diplomatiska beskickningar enligt
Wienkonventionen om diplomatiska forbindel-
ser av den 18 april 1961.

Artikel 3

Bestdmmelserna i detta avtal skall komplet-
teras med ett samforstandsavtal mellan Rikspo-
lisstyrelsen (foretradd av Rikskriminalpolisen)
och Jordan International Police Training Centre
(Jordaniens internationella  polisutbild-
ningscentrum) som bland annat skall reglera
Jordaniens ansvar for de svenska polisinstruk-
torernas sikerhet.

Agreement between the Government of
the Kingdom of Sweden and the
Government of the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan concerning the status of
Swedish police officers deployed in the
Kingdom of Jordan for the purpose of
training Iraqi police forces.

The Government of the Kingdom of Sweden
and the Government of the Hashemite King-
dom of Jordan,

Implementing paragraph 16 of Security
Council Resolution 1511 of 16 October 2003
which emphasizes the importance of establi-
shing effective Iraqi police and security forces
and calls upon Member States to contribute to
the training of Iraqi police and security forces,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1

The Government of the Hashemite Kingdom
of Jordan shall facilitate the deployment of Swe-
dish police officers in the Kingdom of Jordan
for the purpose of training Iraqi police forces.

Article 2

Swedish police officers deployed in the
Kingdom of Jordan in accordance with Article
1 of this Agreement shall enjoy the same privi-
leges and immunities as members of the admi-
nistrative and technical staff of diplomatic
missions under the Vienna Convention on
Diplomatic Relations of 18 April 1961.

Article 3

The provisions of this Agreement shall be
supplemented by a Memorandum of Under-
standing between the Swedish National Police
Board (represented by the Swedish National
Criminal Investigation Department) and the
Jordan International Police Training Centre re-
gulating, inter alia, the responsibility of the
Kingdom of Jordan for the safety and security
of the Swedish police officers.



Artikel 4

Detta avtal trdder i kraft vid undertecknan-
det. Det kan sdgas upp genom diplomatisk
skriftvixling. Uppsédgningen trdder i kraft den
forsta dagen i den andra manaden efter det att
den andra parten tog emot underréttelsen.
