+ AB Volvo supports the overall intention of the proposal, i.e. to provide a simpler and more
predictable legal framework for net-zero industries in Europe. Although, lack of impact analysis
makes it difficult to judge the real efficiency of the proposal. As a prerequisite for success,
enabling conditions must be put in place - in a structured, coordinated, and simplified manner.
The EU Commission should however recognize national differences and avoid detailing
mandatory requirements on e.g. lead times, approval procedures and national authorities’
responsibilities.

¢ The transformation to net-zero requires a fast and investment friendly environment. The current

proposal however does not include any new funding to support investment. To minimize the risk

for fragmented or delayed implementation in the EU Member States , clear, simplified and
coordinated targets and processes must be put in place.

Volvo Group supports the intention to accelerate permitting and to cut red tape. This applies not
only to the identified “net-zero technologies”, but to any sector transition including automotive.
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% Animportant base line is that regulations are not drafted in “silos”. Collaboration between the
different European Commission’s DGs is essential for an efficient and desired outcome.
Collaboration between the EU Commission and industry is equally important to ensure the
practical feasibility of any measures in terms of cost and administration. In that sense, it could be
considered whether the EU Commission should have a supporting role for administration so
industries can focus on its respective core business rather than on reporting and administration.

Concluding,

+ The intention of the proposal is good and supported. What is important, however, is the
implementation of concrete actions in the short to mid-term as investment decisions are
being made now.

« Simplified, shortened and smooth permitting procedures are beneficial for all investments in
the green transition, not only for the selected net-zero technologies.

+ The EU Commission must take a larger responsibility when it comes to ensuring regulations
are coordinated and aligned, and not just add another regulation.

% Higher possibilities/demands and clear targets must be put on Member States and
authorities to provide industries with necessary enabling conditions to achieve the desired

ambition of the European Green Deal.

+ The EU Commission must take a larger and holistic responsibility for all administration put on
industries by providing clear guidelines and hands-on support.
