The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Kingdom of Lesotho presents its compli-
ments to the Embassy of the Kingdom of
Sweden and has the honour to refer to the
declarations concerning treaty relationships
made by the Honourable the Prime Minis-
ter of Lesotho on 22 March 1967, 5 March
1969 and 7 September 1971 and circulated
by the Secretary-General of the United
Nations.

The Ministry has the honour to inform the
Embassy that, pursuant to the programme
of examination and notification envisaged
by the above declarations, the Govern-
ment of Lesotho has examined the Con-
vention concerning legal proceedings in
civil and commercial matters concluded
between the Governments of Great Britain
and Sweden at London on 28 August 1930
and extended to the then Colony of Basuto-
land. The Government of Lesotho desires to
confirm the continuance of the said Con-
vention and proposes that the present Note
and the Embassy’s affirmative reply should
constitute confirmation that the said Con-
vention continues in full force and effect
between the Government of the Kingdom
of Sweden and the Government of Lesotho.

The Ministry further has the honour to
draw to the attention of the Embassy that,
although judicial assistance in criminal
matters is not covered by the above-men-
tioned Convention, certain assistance in tak-
ing evidence is available subject to the
laws of Lesotho upon request to the Master
of the High Court of Lesotho.

The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the
Kingdom of Lesotho avails itself of this
opportunity to renew to the Embassy of the
Kingdom of Sweden the assurances of its
highest consideration.
