Remissvar fran Hall Sverige Rent
Generella synpunkter
Hall Sverige Rent vialkomnar forslaget till ny forordning. Vi tror att det i grund och

botten &r viktigt att harmonisera regler inom EU. Men vi har ndgra synpunkter.

Enligt OECD forsvinner 5-11 procent av allt avfall inom EU ur systemet och blir

nedskrapning. Plast identifieras i forslaget som en stor killa till nedskriapning av havet.
Det ar viktigt att komma ihag den negativa paverkan som férpackningar, av framférallt
plast, har pa miljon nar den oundvikligen ldcker ur systemet som framférallt en féljd av

on-the-go-konsumtion.

Atgirder som syftar till att minska forbrukningen &r vi generellt positiva till. Kopplingen

mellan avfall som produceras och méangden skrap ar tydlig.

Nair det kommer till kvotplikter och mal anser vi att det ar viktigt att man inte stirrar sig
blind p& procentsatser, utan tittar pa reda tal, eftersom forbrukningen av plast forviantas
oka sd mycket de kommande decennierna att procentuella mal riskerar att betyda att
den faktiska mangden material inte minskar i den takt som ar 6nskvart. Det blir sarskilt
tydligt rorande nedskrapning for att mycket dr engédngsmaterial som latt hamnar i
naturen. Darfor foreslar vi ambitiosare generellt hojda mal, samt att de kompletteras

med uppgifter om motsvarande mangd och eller antal.
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Exempelvis dr allmidnheten i hog grad negativt instilld till ‘plast i annan plast’, som nar
en forpackning innehéller flera mindre forpackningar likt individuellt inslagna

godisbitar eller liknande i en plastpase.

Med 6kade krav pd konsumenter att bete sig i linje med forslagets 6nskemaél, som att
f6lja uppmaningar pd markningar eller for att forstd materialinnehall i forpackningar,
kommer det uppsté ett 6kat behov av kommunikation med konsumenterna. For att vara
effektfull bér den kommunikationen framfor allt utforas centralt av en aktor pa det

nationella planet.

Ambitioner kring komposterbar och/eller bionedbrytbar plast bor hojas. I dag siljs
produkter som uppfattas som nedbrytbara i en naturlig miljo, men som kraver
industriell kompostering, som saknas i Sverige. Hall Sverige Rent papekar det hir i alla

EU-initiativ som behandlar avfall, nedskrépning eller héllbarhetsmarknadsforing.

Vi vill ocksé understryka att vi inte tror att producenterna kommer att dndra sina
arbetsmetoder om de inte maste. Darfor tror vi att det ar viktigt att lagstiftningen gar
fore och verkligen tar ansvar for att nd de mal som pekas ut i forslaget och i EU:s
relaterade initiativ rorande cirkular ekonomi, nedskréapning, klimat och 6vriga

miljofragor.

Vad giller inférandet av pantsystem i EU, vill vi papeka risken med att sa tydligt peka ut
sarskilda dryckestyper som undantagna systemet. En vixande trend just nu ar till
exempel att sédlja vin pa 33 cl aluminiumburk. Den riskerar sa klart att bli skrap, lika val
som en burk lask. I stillet for att fokusera pa vad som éar i flaskan eller burken, bor

pantsystemet omfatta de produkter som ar avsedda for konsumtion direkt efter kop.
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Konkreta textforslag
For att fortydliga nedskrapningsperspektivet sa skulle vi garna se f6ljande textandringar

iforslaget (dndringar i fet text):

Article 3 Definitions
(56) ‘life-cycle’ means the consecutive and interlinked stages that packaging goes
through, from raw material acquisition or generation from natural resources to final

disposal, including becoming litter.

Article 7 Minimum recycled content in plastic packaging

(81, §2) In order to increase the value of recycled plastics, the demand needs to rise.
Industry actors claim that the proposed targets are unattainable, but we believe that
even higher targets are necessary to enable a faster shift to more circularity. All
proposed targets for 2030 and 2040 should be increased by ten (10)

percentage points.

Article 8 Compostable packaging

(82) Where appropriate waste collection schemes and waste treatment infrastructure
are available to ensure that packaging referred to in paragraph 1 enters the organic
waste management stream, Member States are empowered to require that lightweight
plastic carrier bags shall be made available on their market for the first time only if it
can be demonstrated that those lightweight plastic carrier bags have been entirely
manufactured from biodegradable plastic polymers, which are compostable in
industrially controlled conditions, and are not marketed to the general public
with claims that can be misinterpreted as that the product is biodegradable

in natural conditions.

Article 9 Packaging minimisation

(81) Packaging shall be designed so that its weight and volume is reduced to the
minimum necessary for ensuring its functionality taking account of the material that the
packaging is made of. Excessive plastic packaging of products intended for
direct consumption, such as individually wrapped foodstuffs that are in
turn packaged inside a plastic bag och container, should not be permitted if

not necessary in regards to e.g. safety and health aspects.
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Article 10 Reusable packaging

(81, b) it has been conceived and designed to accomplish as many trips or rotations as
possible in normally predictable conditions of use, and by design discourage the

end user from littering of the product;

Article 11 Labelling of packaging

(87) Without prejudice to requirements concerning other harmonised EU labels,
economic operators shall not provide or display labels, marks, symbols or inscriptions
that are likely to mislead or confuse consumers or other end users with respect to the
sustainability requirements for packaging, other packaging characteristics,
consequences of littering, or packaging waste management options, for which

harmonised labelling has been laid down in this Regulation.

Article 29 Plastic carrier bags

(81) Member States shall take measures to achieve a sustained reduction in the
consumption of lightweight plastic carrier bags on their territory. A sustained reduction
is achieved if the annual consumption does not exceed 20 lightweight plastic carrier
bags per person, or the equivalent target in weight, by 31 December 2025, and

subsequently by 31 December in each year thereafter.

(84) Member States may exclude very lightweight plastic carrier bags, which
are required for hygiene purposes or provided as sales packaging for loose

food to prevent food wastage from the obligations set out in paragraph 1.

Article 37 Waste management plans

Member States shall include in the waste management plans required pursuant to
Article 28 of Directive 2008/98/EC a dedicated chapter on the management of
packaging and packaging waste, including measures taken pursuant to Articles 38 and
45 of this Regulation. Member states shall also include the use of awareness
campaigns and information provision directed at the general public or at a

specific set of consumers, and its effect on preventing littering of packaging.

Article 38 Prevention of packaging waste
(81) Each Member State shall reduce the packaging waste generated per capita, as
compared to the packaging waste generated per capita in 2018 as reported to the

Commission in accordance with Decision 2005/270/EC, by
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(a) 15 % by 2030;

(b) 20 % by 2035;

(c) 25 % by 204o0.

(82) Member States shall implement measures aiming to prevent the generation of
packaging waste, prevent littering of packaging waste, and to minimise the

environmental impact of packaging.

Article 44 Deposit and return systems
(82) The obligation laid down in paragraph 1 does not apply to packaging for:

(a) wine, aromatised wine products, and spirit drinks; unless it is packaged for

direct consumption.

(b) milk and milk products listed in Part XVI of Annex I to Regulation (EU) No

1308/2013, unless it is packaged for direct consumption.

Article 46 Recycling targets and promotion of recycling

(81, b) by 31 December 2025, the following minimum percentages by weight of the

following specific materials contained in packaging waste generated:

(1) 70 % of plastic;
(81, d) by 31 December 2030, the following minimum percentages by weight of the
following specific materials contained in packaging waste generated:

@) 75 % of plastic;

Article 49 Information on prevention and management of packaging waste

(81, e) the impact on the environment and on human health or safety of persons of
inappropriate discarding of packaging waste, such as littering or discarding in mixed
municipal waste, and the adverse environmental impact of single-use packaging, in

particular plastic carrier bags;.

(82) The information referred to in paragraph 1 shall be up to date and provided by

means of:

(a) a website or other means of electronic communication;
(b) public information;

(c) education programmes and campaigns;

(d) signposting in a language, or languages, which can be easily understood by users and

consumers.
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(e) to ensure that harmonized legislation is widely recognized by the public,
lengthy and coordinated messaging and information campaigns are
necessary and should be operated nationally by independent and

professional NGO:s on behalf of the producer responsibility organisations.
